Build a Change Request use case
This assumes that the SCM service provider supports task-based CM, or the ability to associate a list of one or more file/artifact versions with a task object (issue, defect, enhancement, etc.).

Step1: request is made to build service to build a unique CR id

Step1b: should the state of the CR be checked first before the build proceeds?

Step2: A workspace needs to be prepared for the build.  Is a pre-configured workspace passed on as a reference/link within the build request, or does the build service prepare the workspace?  Need to have some sort of baseline or common tag within the SCM system to pull/extract the right set of code for building.

Step3: the build service sends a request to the SCM service to determine the state of these files; if they are not checked in, should the build change request continue or fail?

Step4: the build service sends a request to the SCM service to fetch the files associated with the change request.  These files are part of a larger workspace.  QUESTION: is this really needed if the change request is part of an existing baseline or set of tagged files?
